2. Apologies:  Sheila Tulloch and Councillor Margaret Cooper  
3. Minutes of Previous Meeting:
The subject of the April meeting was to do with SPEN, four representatives of the company being present, and the effect the road works would have on the community.  GPDR was also brought up at the meeting with all members of the CC agreeing to their private information being held by the local authority. 

4. Matters Arising: The meeting with SPEN and approx. 40 members of the public was a very good one at which many fears by the public were aired. The problem of the Bus Service to and from Glassford has still to be addressed.
5. Police Report: Constable Howie was the sole representative at the meeting.  There had been no major incidents this month but an ongoing problem just now is youth disorder caused by drinking. This is where most of the problems stem from. There have been reports of bogus workmen knocking on residents’ doors, especially the elderly, offering to do roofing and gardening jobs.  Constable Howie asked everyone be on the lookout for them and make the residents of Strathaven aware of this.
6. Friends of Strathaven Park: The group has been in discussion re a Sensory Garden in Strathaven Park with a good response to their local consultation with over 200 leaflets returned so far. They have had meetings with the school children who gave them some very good ideas not only for the Garden but also for the Park itself e.g. Braille signs, wheelchair access etc. Plans have been prepared and costings given. ACT has contributed towards the cost of the Garden.  In order to secure more funding the group requested letters of support from the public and also from the Community Council. Les will draw up a letter from the Community Council lending our support by the end of June.
7. Home Energy Scotland: Jackie MacKenzie attended the meeting giving an insight into how Home Energy Scotland works and explained how they can be of great assistance to all sectors of the Community whether they are young, old, on benefits or home-owners. They provide a free and impartial service and are holding a local event at the Crib on 23rd June.  She is hoping that the Community Council will lend their support by allowing their logo to be used on their leaflets. One idea to make Home Energy known in town was for them to take a stand at the Balloon Festival.  Les will keep in touch with Jackie and keep the CC updated
8. Secretary’s Report: An update on the Castle funding meetings with Joanna confirmed that all is going well and a tender will be put in for the initial work. The Visit Scotland Brochure is also on schedule and will now be 36 pages in the brochure as the new building companies will have adverts in it in exchange for their help delivering them in areas out with Strathaven.  The website for it has been updated and there will be a video documentary
9. Treasurer’s Report: Report presented prior to meeting and all is in order.
10.Reports from CC Members: CARS has two major building projects coming    

    up but Les advised that the delay could be attributed to SLC.
The John Hastie Museum Trust are taking over the Granary at the Mill on 8th June for two weeks for an exhibition on Educating Avondale. Much interest has been aroused and already Schools have booked dates to visit the Exhibition.
11. Reports from Councillors:
Councillor Dorman advised that the Local Plan has been approved. Information will be available in eight weeks – mid July. 
Councillor Campbell advised that he and Councillor Dorman had a meeting with SPEN on Thursday, 31st May regarding the bus service between Strathaven and Glassford which might be lost for five weeks. He was aware that many people in Glassford rely upon the service. The bus companies had asked for permission to go along North Street but this was rejected. Also a TRO must be applied for before traffic lights can be put at both ends of Coldstream Road.

Cllr. Campbell also advised that Strathaven is not going to lose the Post Office.  He confirmed that every Post Office is different and each must apply to provide its particular standard of service. Strathaven, in common with many other P.Os will lose its passport checking service. Applications for the position of postmaster closed on 28th May and will be filled in a few months time.
12. Banks:-

A meeting of representatives of four CCs. was held this evening at which our MP Lisa Cameron attended.  It transpires that residents in Boghead have been complaining about the large cable running underground in Boghead and are now looking for recompense. The MP advised she had been called in by the residents of Boghead on a health and safety matter. The group of Boghead residents who are complaining are not part of a constituted group and as such are not entitled to money from the Kype Muir Development.  Blackwood, Kirmuirhill and Boghead residents have known about this development since 2016 and have chosen not to form such a group. Because of this complaint further Banks meetings with the Community Councils have had to be postponed until this meeting with the MP and Boghead residents could be arranged. The next meeting with Banks will take place on 27th June and an update will be given thereafter.

Consultation and Residents Survey – The Strathaven and Glassford Community Council has now arranged two Open Days to which every resident in Strathaven and Glassford is invited. These will take place in The Crib in Thomson Street on 18th and 19th June 2018 between 11am and 7pm.
