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STRATHAVEN AND GLASSFORD COMMUNITY COUNCIL MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING ON 27th March 2018

2. Apologies: Margot McDonald and Alister Hendry 
3. Minutes of Previous Meeting:
Proposed by Les Hogan and seconded by Peter Mansell-Moulin.

4. Matters Arising: The Castle fencing has been breached at the back where people walk their dogs but this will be rectified.
5. Police Report: There was no police presence this month
6. Secretary’s Report: No matters arising from issued planning list
7. Treasurer’s Report: Report presented prior to meeting with all monies due being paid. Balance 44P. Projector and screen to be added as assets of the Community Council.
8. Banks: A further meeting of the Community Councils is to be held in April aiming to allow matters to progress.
(a) Residents Survey – Market Research Companies previously used by Gordon Thomson considered by Aileen and Les. A highly recommended firm from Stirling was chosen. The Company have an understanding of the aims of the CC and the information they wish to obtain from the survey and have been instructed to deal with the survey leaflets. Nothing will be sent out without CC approval.
9. Avondale Playgroup: Three leaders from this group which has met in the Ballgreen Hall for forty years have been advised that there will be a lack of storage – 2 cupboards and some shelves – in the new building. They have large pieces of equipment and there will be nowhere to store them. Cllr Cooper, having spoken to SLC officials, advised that new facilities did not have enough storage space and this would have to be accepted by the group. The leaders of the group requested a visit to the new building prior to its opening and were advised, as requested, to prepare a list of their items and photograph all equipment.
10. Felled Trees at Glassford: This was brought to the CC’s attention by Les.  The mature trees had been a focal point in the village of Glassford and all that is left are stumps.  The original plan for the housing development reported some trees would be removed - a couple of trees were to be removed for a pathway and they were to be re-instated. Both Councillors Campbell and Cooper said they would see what changes to the plans had been made and would update Les.

Whilst on the subject of mature trees in and around Avondale it was asked if a list of trees  with TPO was available. It was also noted that there should be renewal of trees so that the tree growth does not decrease too much.

11. Reports from Community Council Members: Les advised that CARS is making good progress. Buildings in Green Street have been assessed and hopefully work would be able to start in June/July. Also it is hoped that work will be starting soon on the building on the corner of Green St. and Townhead St.
It was agreed that the Turkish Barber Shop sign in Bridge Street should conform with the design guide.  However it was possible that the owner would not know of the design guide and the Council were dealing with it.

Gordon advised whilst he had empathy with the Roads Department he has been emailing them about  some very large potholes including a map pointing out the worst ones but is awaiting a reply.  He also  brought up the problem with fly tipping, having reported it in October and re-reported it in   November. He has been advised that the Council will see to it.

12. Reports from SLC Councillors: Councillor Dorman advised that the annual Budget had been passed with more money being put into lunch clubs, breakfast clubs etc. 
Town Group – The staff of Strathaven Park are to receive recognition for their achievements in the last year.
Councillor Cooper advised she is working with the Balloon Festival Committee re purchasing barriers to help improve crowd safety at the Festival in August
Council of Youth Development – There is going to be a key event looking at art and music in September with older and younger generations working together. The Folk Festival is also going ahead.

Cllr Cooper is also working with the Rural Taskforce, SLC museum collection policy and Round Table and ACT re Christmas lighting.
Cllr Campbell is working with SLC re buildings going up without building permission, aiming to stop this happening again.
George Allan Carpark Funfair – Cllr Campbell is looking for a legal way to reduce the impact of the funfair. Problem is a precedent cannot be set for only one carpark.

13. A.O.C.B:  
Following an accident in Ashkirk Road, it was requested that the position of two lamposts be moved to the back of the pavement. Cllr Dorman to look into this.

SP Energy requested opportunity to attend CC meeting with their plans for improvement. The substation plans have been approved
The Hallkeeper advised before the meeting that the move to the new premises will take place on 14th May.
